I am delighted to be invited to lead the 2020 KIconcerts Festival in London. 
In my experience conducting tours of fine high school, community, collegiate 
and choirs of faith there is nothing quite like performing repertoire in the 
country it was first performed, and in the kind of grand spaces it was first 
heard. 

The proposed repertoire for our combined festival choir is Leonard 
Bernstein’s iconic Chichester Psalms, commissioned for a large festival choir 
like ours in England, and simultaneously premiered in New York, and thus 
the perfect music for a cross-Atlantic connection. It also comes at a time 
when many feel the need more than ever to sing Bernstein’s closing prayer 
taken from Psalm 133 (Hineh mah tov...): “How good it is for brothers and 
sisters to dwell together in unity.”

I welcome you to join this journey as we perform individually and as a 
combined choir in London and then in Edinburgh for those who wish to 
join us there. Choirs also have the option to stay in London a day or two for 
further individual concerts and touring, or travel further afield through the UK. 

I am thrilled that this will be my first festival with KIconcerts – I toured with 
my own choir with them to Cuba in 2018 and their reputation for organizing 
seamless concert tours including both independent and collaborative 
concerts, is well deserved. 

I hope you will join me in allowing this music to enrich our lives in the place it 
was born and has thrived for generations.

THOMAS LLOYD
Thomas Lloyd has enjoyed an unusually diverse career as a conductor, 

composer, and scholar. The premier recording by Donald Nally and The 

Crossing of Lloyd’s choral-theater work Bonhoeffer was the only recording 

of a choral work by an American composer to receive a 2017 Grammy 

nomination in a performance category.

As a conductor, he has a depth and breadth of experience working with 

collegiate, church, and community choirs as longtime director of choral 

programs at Haverford and Bryn Mawr Colleges, the Philadelphia Episcopal 

Cathedral, and the Bucks County Choral Society. 

His scholarly publications include topics ranging from the music of Edward 

Elgar, Duke Ellington, and Hans Gál, to the history of the African-American 

Spiritual and the challenges of conducting sacred music in secular 

contexts. 

A firm believer in the power of musical collaboration to cross cultural 

divides, Lloyd has arranged shared performances with over 60 choirs 

and instrumental ensembles both in the US and across 5 continents 

over the course of leading 11 international concert tours. Most recently, 

a 2017 collaboration with the German and Syrian refugee choir Begegnungschor Berlin was featured in the Journal of the International 

Federation for Choral Music. 

An orchestral musician by training, Lloyd has also conducted over 100 performances of major choral/orchestra works, ranging from the 

standard works of Bach, Handel, Haydn, Mozart, Beethoven, Berlioz, Fauré, and Verdi to the Philadelphia regional premiers of Elgar’s 

The Apostles, a concert version of Kurt Weill’s The Eternal Road, and Israeli composer Dov Seltzer’s Lament to Yitzhak, as well as rarely 

performed works such as Vaughan Williams’ A Sea Symphony, the masses of Anton Bruckner, and Ellington’s Sacred Concerts.ge.
